
Better Impact Master Gardener Application 

 

General Tips/Information: 

Better Impact is the volunteer management system we use for Master Gardener Training applications. It 

is also used for Background checks, listing available volunteer projects (activities) and recording 

volunteer service hours.  

 

Your application needs to be completed in one sitting. There is not an option to save and complete it 

later. Therefore, we recommend that you look through this document to know what questions will be 

asked, so that you can assemble your information ahead of time and be ready to enter it all at once.  It is 

not a long application – just two pages.  Screen shots of questions are below. 

 

When you see a flag icon next to a question in the application form, that means that is a required field, 

and you must enter something there. When you see an “i” icon, you can click on it to get more 

information about that question or field. 

 

Page One of the Online Application Form:  

Create a login username if you do not already have one. Otherwise, log in with your Better Impact 

credentials if you already use Better Impact with another volunteer organization.  

 

 
 

Contact Information page:  

Fields that are flagged are required. You will be required to provide name, address, a phone number, 

and an email address. Optional fields include some social media handles, alternate phone numbers, and 

a secondary email address. On this page, you will also need to create a password for your Better Impact 

account. After completing the Contact Information page, click “Save and Continue” at the bottom of the 

page.  



 
 

Remaining pages of the Application Form is where you will fill out the majority of the application.  There 

will be questions regarding your interests and experience. 

 

 
 

 



 
 

References: As part of the volunteer screening process, we require two references. On the application 

form, you will need to provide the name, relationship, address (optional), phone number, and email for 

references of your choice. Your references may be co-workers, people who know you through other 

volunteer programs, or other people who can comment on how well suited you are for the volunteer 

role.  You must provide these references a copy of the reference form found on the website. They will 

complete the form and send it to jccmgardener@yahoo.com. 

 
Demographic Information: You will be asked to provide some demographic information. This 

information is used for reporting purposes. Extension Master Gardeners are part of Virginia Cooperative 

Extension, and Virginia Cooperative Extension programs and employment are open to all regardless of

age, color, disability, gender, gender identity, gender expression, national origin, political affiliation, 

race, religion, sexual orientation, genetic information, veteran status, or any other basis protected by 

law. For gender, race, and ethnicity, you may choose an answer of “Prefer Not to Answer”. For age, 

however, you must indicate whether or not you are at least 18 years old. While the Extension Master 

Gardener program is primarily a program for adults, youth age 14 and up may participate alongside a 

parent, guardian, or other adult who will be present with them for all training and volunteer activities.  

 
Emergency contact:  In the event of emergency while in class or volunteering on a Project. 

  

 
 

Voluntary Disclosure:  You will be asked to disclose whether you have any criminal convictions. A “yes” 

answer does not automatically exclude you from volunteering. A criminal background check is 

conducted as part of the application process and you will need to indicate that you understand that on 

the application.  

 



 
Agreements and Acknowledgements: In the final section of the application, you will be asked to 

indicate whether you agree to different agreements, to include Media Release Statement, Enrollment 

Agreement, and Volunteer Standards of Conduct. In each case, be sure to click the “i” to read and 

understand the statement before agreeing to it.  

 

 
 

Submit Application: Be sure to click “Submit Application” at the bottom of the page! If any flagged fields 

are not completed, the application will not be submitted and the system will let you know that there is 

something you need to go back and complete. If, after you click “Submit Application”, it takes you to 

another screen, then you know your application was successfully submitted.
